Eastleigh Borough Council
Pretoria Road Hedge End  - Proposed No At Any Time Waiting at a point 7m west of the western boundary of No 16 Pretoria Road westwards for a distance of 78m
Statement of Reasons
[bookmark: _GoBack]The existing unrestricted parking on Pretoria Road has become a safety concern due to obstructed sight lines and partial obstruction issues. These measures have been proposed to address these problems by rationalising the on street parking. 

 Westward Road / Wildern Lane  Hedge End  - Proposed No At Any Time Waiting at the junction of Westward Road and Wildern Lane
Statement of Reasons
The Junction of Westward Road and Wildern Lane also incorporates an uncontrolled pedestrian crossing. This location has been subject to inappropriate on street parking close to the junction and crossing point. This parking has contributed to some collisions between vehicles and pedestrians. To address this problem it is proposed to prevent on street parking within the junction bell mouth of Westward Road up to the pedestrian Crossing and in Wildern Lane directly opposite Westward Road. By this method it can be ensured that drivers and pedestrians are visible to each other thus reducing the likelihood of a collision.

Beattie Rise Hedge End  - Proposed No At Any Time Waiting at a point From the junction of Beattie Rise between property No’s 9 and 14 a point 27m north west on both side of the garage access.
Statement of Reasons
This order relates to a narrow access road to homes and a garage area between property No’s 9 and 14. When parking occurs within this short narrow section of highway, the highway becomes too narrow to accommodate some emergency vehicles. This order is to safe guard the residents whose homes are accessed by this road. 

Cheping Gardens Botley  - Proposed No At Any Time Waiting at a point From the junction of Cheping Gardens and Mortimer Road to a point 23m south on both side of Cheping Gardens.
Statement of Reasons
This order is proposed to address the issue of vehicles parking within the junction of Cheping Gardens and Mortimer Road. Parking in this way is blocking the visibility splays which in turn compromises the safety of the junction . 
Cheltenham Gardens Hedge End  - No Waiting, Monday – Friday, 10am -11am and 2pm – 3pm in Cheltenham Gardens
Statement of Reasons
The existing Monday to Friday no waiting for a limited period has proved to be too short a period to fully address the obstructive commuter parking issues. As a result it is proposed to have two ‘no Parking’ periods Monday to Friday which it is considered will address the ongoing issues.
